Re-planting work will also take place to spruce up the Carlow and Meath Street alleyway and the Longford and Meath Street alleyway on Saturday 5 June, with new bedding plants being installed to freshen up the look and feel of the area.

Mavis Arnold, of Longford Street, who was instrumental in Middlesbrough’s first alleyway makeover funded by WMNT in 2004 said: “In our alleyway, many residents now regularly spend time there, sitting out having a chat and a cup of tea or helping with the gardening. We have less antisocial behaviour and people look out for each other.  It’s great that even more residents can now benefit from this type of scheme.  I’m sure it will make a real difference to friends and neighbours.”
